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Haiti Update: Friends, this is Ted Lyke, VP of Missions Without Borders. | just got back from Haiti and the
situation is both challenging and good.

The general report is this: There is much work left to be done with much rubble to be cleared and 1.5 million
people who are still homeless. Food prices are up about 20% from pre-quake prices with gas at $6.00 per gallon
and rice is $70-80.00 per 100 Ibs. The good news is that things are stable and moving forward. The cities are
operating and there seems to be more traffic than | remember. All of the pastors have told me that there has
been significant growth in the churches since the quake and they are looking for a new Haiti that worships
and serves the Lord Jesus Christ.

Relief supplies shipped by relief organizations have been delayed at the ports, held up at warehouses with
additional storage charges and local authorities are imposing import fees with a random scale not based on any
standard. CNN has recently begun running reports concerning these problems and efforts are being made to
bring correction. Some of our shipments were released early and some were held up and are just now being
released to the local pastors. Please keep this as a matter of prayer as we know that the need is ongoing and we
trust that soon all of the relief supplies that have been provided will be in the hands of those who have the
greatest needs.

Missions Without Borders has committed to help fund the rebuilding of homes for 10 Pastors in Peition Ville

We will also be working with the Ley Cayes Pastors Association starting on Jan 12" to do a memorial
service that will lead into the Crusade Festival with Evangelist Keith Cook that will be held on Jan 14-16" in
Ley Cayes.

There is an opportunity for many individuals and teams to plug into these events to bring in their individual
ministry specialties to help a hurting country and people. Support teams could work with food, housing,
medical, street ministry, training, Etc.

We are in the process of changing our name to “Commissioned Beyond Borders” due to a request from another
organization that felt our name was too close to theirs?

We want to express our appreciation to all who have given sacrificially towards these efforts.
