Verse by verse analysis

· Definition
Select a passage of Scripture and examine it in detail by asking questions, finding cross-references and paraphrasing each verse. Then record a possible and personal application for each verse you study.
· Importance

This method allows you to study passages in detail, whether they are small or large. 
· Tools You Will Need

· Study Bible

· Concordance

· Bible Dictionary or Encyclopedia
· Set of Word Studies
· Steps 
1. Write out the verse in column one.

2. Write out a personal paraphrase in column two. Write out the verse in your own words. Try to stay true to the meaning and condense rather than expand it.
3. List some questions, answers and observations in column three. Write down any questions you may have relating to the words, phrases, persons, topics and doctrines. Also write down any answers you find and record any observations you have.

4. Find some cross-references for each verse in column four. Use your study Bible or memory to write down at least one cross-reference for each verse. Be sure to indicate which word or phrase you are referencing. You can use a concordance if you do not have a study Bible.

5. Record any insights you get from each verse in column five. Let your imagination go and be creative as you can in this area.

6. Write down a brief personal application in each verse in column six. Record some devotional thoughts that come to you for each verse. If a verse applies to your life personally, be sure to show how.
